RESOLUTION OR LETTER ACKNOWLEDGING ACCEPTANCE OF FISCAL AGENT RESPONSIBILITY

Instructions:
If you have an external fiscal agent for your project, you must provide an official letter or resolution from the fiscal agent acknowledging acceptance of this responsibility.  Note: all non-state entities must also provide a resolution or letter from their own governing body authorizing proposal submission. 
The fiscal agent must use the following templates as the basis for the letter or resolution. You may choose to submit either a letter or resolution from your fiscal agent. You do not need both. They may add clauses or phrases to the text to conform with the format used by their community, agency, or organization, but the final resolution or letter must include all the clauses or phrases contained in the template.
When submitting your proposal to the LCCMR, applicants should have their external fiscal agent use the “proposal stage” resolution or authorization letter template. However, if the Legislative-Citizen Commission on Minnesota Resources (LCCMR), during its consideration of the proposal, recommends that the services of a fiscal agent be acquired, the applicant should have their external fiscal agent use the “recommendation stage” resolution or authorization template.
