RESOLUTION OR LETTER AUTHORIZING PROPOSAL SUBMISSION FROM NON-STATE ENTITIES

Instructions:
All non-state and University of Minnesota entities must provide a letter or resolution authorizing proposal submission. The following templates must be used by non-state entities as the basis for the letter or resolution. You may choose to submit either a board resolution or a letter of authorization. You do not need both. UMN may use its own SPA template. You may add clauses or phrases to the text to conform with the format used by your community, agency, or organization, but the final resolution or letter must include all the clauses or phrases contained in the template.
The signed and dated letter or resolution must be uploaded to the attachments page of your proposal in the LCCMR Proposal and Grant Management System as a Microsoft Word document or PDF.


Template resolution to be adopted by the governing board of entity requesting ENRTF funding:
